3 Lessons from Land of Ideas 

3.1 Lessons from meeting with Germany’s Land of Ideas marketing project were discussed. 

3.2 Concern was expressed that the presentation of South Africa at the exhibition in Germany at the Unveiling of the 2010 emblem was unprofessional and did not convey a clear message about the country.

3.3 The importance of attaining alignment of messages across all stakeholders was emphasised. 

3.4 It was agreed that cities would be approached on the basis of the value and importance of alignment to the national message. 

3.5 The need for protocols to guide government and prevent some of the current mixed messaging was raised. Thabo indicated protocols and other government communication plans would be put in place following the outcomes of July cabinet lekgotla.

4.1 Tumi to provide profile of Danny Jordaan. 

4.2 Profile of GCIS CEO to be taken from the website. 

4.3 IMC is negotiating sponsors for the conference and for wider partnership for 2010 with MTN, Price Waterhouse Cooper and Edcon. Sponsorship is also being negotiated with MNet/DSTV mobile. 

4.4 RSVPs are positive with key people affirming attendance. 

4.5 The logo developed for the conference was formally adopted as the Partnership logo. 

4.6 The media list should include locally-based foreign correspondents and editors in particular. 

4.7 Clare to provide information on the Partnership to place on the IMC website. 

4.8 Task Team was requested to RSVP for the conference. 

4.9 GCIS to manage additional meetings for government with Mike De Vries.  

5 Communication plans for the coming period

5.1 SA Good News is working with SAPS, GCIS, IMC and Safety and Security on a proposal to mobilise communities to deal with crime. 

5.2 The book Africa – the Good News has secured sponsorship and is in the process of development. 

5.3 SA Tourism has developed FAQ on 2010 and is fielding calls on 2010 through its call centre. Tholoana, Tumi and Clare to share question and answers that are being developed in their various organisations. 

5.4 DTI to share dates of investment conference scheduled through the year. 

5.5 LOC is still awaiting appointment of a director for communications. Tumi is formulating a communication strategy for the LOC, including ways of working with GCIS, IMC and NCP. 

5.6 LOC is currently unable to provide guidelines or communicate about the use of the logo, or any other FIFA related trademark, as FIFA is busy developing guidelines, a process which will take around 6 months. FIFA revises its guidelines after every world cup, to take into account its latest experiences. The 2010 guidelines will include new restrictions on websites to ensure they are not in conflict with FIFA’s own goals for its site. 

5.7 Government will communicate post cabinet lekgotla. 

5.8 GCIS is holding an informal off the record networking session with the media on the 11 August, including the DG 2010. Key people from the Partnership will be invited.
